Groups, including a Utah Partnership, Computers for Kiften refurbish outdated
computers, laptops and monitors, which they supply todstand children with no
means to purchase these systems.

All these efforts are green programs, which keep harmful metdlstemicals out of
landfills and, in many cases, give them a new life to aid stiNg matter what item
you wish to discard, a new home for it may be found bfjrguthe net.
